SAN Routes


Southbound Offshore from Mt Soledad (Low)
Fly north of Mt Soledad at 1,000’ staying under Class B of 1,800’
Fly southbound offshore
Call SAN Tower on 118.3 before Crystal Pier, where Bravo begins

Request Class B clearance offshore, southbound

San Tower will likely approve Class B clearance at 500 and request
you report Crystal Pier, then Ocean Beach (OB) Jetties
When instructed but before Passing OB, contact NZY Tower 135.1

North Island will request you report Point Loma

After Point Loma, you can:

a) Fly to the south end of San Diego Bay then to SDM
    Climb to 1,500, SDM pattern altitude and report the 805
b) Fly back north through the VFR corridor between 3,500 and 4,500
c) Continue eastbound to SEE or RNM, staying under the Class B 
VFR Corridor Southbound from MYF or SEE

After passing MYF westbound, turn south at 3,500 

Do not overfly Mission Bay – stay to the east to avoid the surface Class B

Cross SAN Rwy 27 at midfield, then west end of Coronado Bridge 

Report SAN, Coronado Br to “San Diego Corridor Traffic” on 126.05
VFR Corridor Northbound from Power Plant to MYF or SEE
From Power Plant, stay between shoreline and middle of San Diego Bay
Climb to 4,500 and cross east end of SAN Rwy 27

If landing at MYF, report at SAN, cross Hwy 8 then turn to Qualcomm,
to stay clear of surface Class B.  Descend to pattern at your discretion
If landing at SEE, report at Qualcomm and maintain 3,000 over MYF

SEE to MYF

Request left crosswind departure and turn southbound at Hwy 125
Maintain southbound at 2,000 and report to MYF at Mt Helix

MYF to SEE

Request right downwind 27R and remain south of 52 to clear Class B
Remain south of Cowles Mt and south of 52 at 2,000
Get early frequency change and report 4 west of Cowles 

Descend to pattern altitude of 1,600 or 1,200 as required

RNM to SEE

Depart southeast and report Barona Casino or east of San Vicente Res
Report Lakeside Golf Course or as requested

Southside of Rabbit Ridge for normal right crosswind
SEE to RNM

Request right downwind 27R and climb to 3,500 over Lake Jennings

then Barona Casino.  Remain west of San Vicente and report Barona
